She has not applied any cosmetics or moisturizing creams or any other treatment to remedy this.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/62. Pulse 88. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 200 pounds.

HEENT: Unremarkable, all within normal limits. Examination of the eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Underneath her eyes, I do not visualize any type of rash. Possibly, this may have been an allergic reaction a few days ago, but as of right now for my estimation, there is no rash present. No medications will be given for this today.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Rash. No medications will be given, in fact there is no visual cosmetic anomaly that I can visualize. Once again, possible allergic reaction, now resolved. She is going to monitor for improvement and then return back to clinic if needed.
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
