HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old young man. Father brings him in today due to flu-like symptoms, body aches, chills, fever and watery eyes. He does have cough as well.

No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He does verbalize being tired.

No change in his bowel or bladder habit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress although he does look tired.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/64. Pulse 111. Respirations 16. Temperature 100.1. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 60 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema although mild. Canals are grossly clear bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Mildly tachycardic at 111.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test. He tested positive for influenza type B.
This patient did test positive for influenza type B today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Influenza type B. The patient will get Tamiflu per weight protocol. He will take this twice a day for five days. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if not improving.
