HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old male patient here today with complaints of sore throat upon awakening this morning and runny nose. The patient verbalizes feeling much better, however, at the moment. No other issues have been verbalized. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No GI issues. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual. There is no fever.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. He interacts well with me through the exam.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/66. Pulse 94. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.6. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 98 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Very slight erythema, nothing ominous.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today, flu and strep tests were done, both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Pharyngitis, very mild. No medications will be needed for this. I have encouraged plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and that they may take over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin for any discomfort. Monitor for any worsening symptoms and, if that would happen, to return to clinic. Both patients here today, he and his brother, feel like they have improved much. Return to clinic or call if needed.
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
