No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No GI issues.

He verbalizes that he is improved.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/70. Pulse 82. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.6. Oxygenation 100% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. No erythema. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test, they were both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Pharyngitis mild. No medications are needed for today. I have told mother that if he complains of sore throat possibly allergy related, to give an over-the-counter product and definitely some Tylenol or Motrin and watch for any worsening symptoms and if that occurs, to return to clinic.
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
