In the past four weeks, the patient has started losing weight, not eating, severe weakness, now totally bedbound, bowel and bladder incontinent. Agitation has increased. Air hunger has increased despite being on oxygen. He is now requiring lorazepam on regular basis. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is protein-calorie malnutritioned, requires position changes. He is short of breath at all times. He is expected to live only for a few days at this time. The patient has had a rapid decline in the past four especially two weeks and has been noted by the nurses as well as his daughter, Karen.
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
