FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is a 70-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with endstage COPD, right-sided heart failure, cor pulmonale, pedal edema, shortness of breath, and weakness. Since last visit, the patient has lost 2.5 pounds. He feels weak. He has decreased mentation. He lives with family members that come and take care of him on regular basis.

He has a KPS score of 40%. He is also more short of breath at rest and with any type of activity. He has declined oxygen in the past. He states that he is afraid of taking oxygen because that “will kill him.”

He has very little appetite. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. He has become much more dependent on family member, hospice nurse and aides regarding his ADL.
The patient’s brother is his primary caretaker. The patient is expected to do poorly, he has, again, KPS score of 40%, lives at home with the help of hospice at this time.
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
