Dear Dr. Eisenmann:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Smith with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and diagnosis of prostate cancer.  He has just undergone several radiation treatments for prostate cancer and he is feeling better.  He feels like he is able to urinate better and he is hoping that the cancer is gone at this time.  His blood sugar has been much lower he reports since the prostate cancer was treated although his last lab work was done in May 2023 and he supposed to get more lab work done now so we have updated results.  He states he is feeling well and no complaints.  He denies chest pain or palpitations.  Stable dyspnea on exertion.  No cough or recent upper respiratory infection.  Urine is clear.  He feels like he is able to urinate adequate amounts.  No foaminess, cloudiness or blood.  No edema.  No bowel changes.  No blood or melena.  No dysphagia.  Weight is stable.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight Jardiance 25 mg daily, he is also on Ozempic weekly, Lasix is 20 mg daily and he is anticoagulated with Brilinta 60 mg twice a day.
Physical Examination:  Weight 250 pounds and blood pressure is 117/86.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies I have are from May 12, 2023, so I do not have updated studies.  At that time creatinine was 1.95 with estimated GFR of 37.  He does need to get labs done now and we have encouraged him to do so.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, requiring updated labs.

2. Diabetic nephropathy.

3. Recent diagnosis of prostate cancer and he just finished the radiation therapy for the prostate and the patient we have asked him to continue to get lab studies, we would like them every three months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
