Dear Dr. Uppel:

This is a followup for Mr. Kelley with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and prior neck surgery that has caused low PTH and low calcium.  Last visit in August.  He has tracheal stoma and chronic clear to purulent material.  Stable weight and appetite.  Denies vomiting.  Does have frequent nausea through the years.  Chronic loose stools, no bleeding.  No change in urination.  Underlying COPD, no oxygen.  Other review of system right now is negative.  He has been followed through University of Michigan.  Some vascular abnormalities on the abdomen.  He has a followup telemedicine tomorrow.

Medication:  Medication list reviewed.  Notice the narcotics.  I will highlight the vitamin D and calcium replacement.

Physical Exam:  Weight 206 pounds, blood pressure by nurse 150/95.  COPD abnormalities.  Distant clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia. No pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness.  Small umbilical hernia.  No ascites.  No peritoneal signs.  No gross edema.  No focal deficits.  He has tracheal stoma.  Large amount of secretions.  He is able to talk.  He has a valve.

Labs: Chemistries December, creatinine 1.5 stable.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal albumin.  Calcium well replaced.  Normal phosphorus.  No gross anemia.  Normal white blood cells and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Dialysis is done for GFR less than 15 with symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.

2. Tracheal stoma, underlying COPD.  No respiratory failure.  No hemoptysis.

3. Prior thyroid cancer surgery causing hypoparathyroidism for what the patient well replaced on calcium and vitamin D125.  He did have laryngeal surgery.
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4. Blood pressure high in the office, taking no medications.  Monitor overtime for medication.

5. Abdominal pain.  Some vascular abnormalities follow through University.  He will keep me posted medications or procedures.  Otherwise come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
