The patient presents with history of no appetite, stomach discomfort, vomiting, and pelvic pain per nurse’s note with history of recent type B flu, now with discomfort of abdomen with vomiting x 2 the day before, better today. Also, with complaints of pain of penis noted today, questionable present for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Questionable slight pharyngeal irritation. Neck: 1+ adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ upper abdominal tenderness without guarding. Genitalia: No abnormality identified.
The patient had strep testing done.

DIAGNOSES: Gastroenteritis, possible balanitis with recent flu and questionable pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zofran to take for nausea, vomiting and also given prescription for Mycolog cream apply to penis two times a day for three days with followup with pediatrician.
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
