Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. FINAL DIAGNOSES: Strep pharyngitis with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Given amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Follow up with pediatrician as needed.
