The patient was brought in by mother with history of cough and congestion with questionable airway obstruction, had to strike him on the back to get him breathe in again.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Tubes in both ears had been placed at Texas Children’s Hospital several months ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Decreased responsiveness, but alert. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Normal breath sounds without evidence of airway obstruction. Noted to be hoarseness to voice and barking cough reported by mother. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with evidence of tracheal laryngitis because of questionable airway obstruction necessitating intervention by mother.
PLAN: The patient’s mother was advised to take the child to Texas Children’s Hospital in The Woodlands where she has been before for ear tubes for further additional evaluation.
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
