The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, states that the child sustained a burn to her left wrist two days ago in hot kitchen without definite treatment.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Reveals a slightly crusted linear lesion in the left volar wrist x 5 cm.

Strep screening was performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with influenza with non-strep pharyngitis, second-degree burn left wrist, and autism by history.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for azithromycin and Silvadene cream to apply as directed. Follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
