Her history is consistent with a 59-year-old woman who on 02/02/2004, was shot down by Taliban in Afghanistan while helping at school. At that time, she suffered gunshot wound to the abdomen, to the legs and low back. The patient has been living with a history of herniated disc and issues with her abdominal pain ever since then.
She has right leg pain, back pain, low back pain as well as abdominal pain.

She has been on pain medications most of the time to be able to live her life including Lortab, methadone, and a combination of both in the past. The patient continues to be totally and completely disabled. The patient is seeing a pain specialist regarding her pain management. The patient has tried Neurontin and Lyrica in the past with some help. The patient continues to suffer from PTSD and deafness and still having foreign body and shrapnel in her abdomen and soft tissue causing the patient severe pain and discomfort. The patient’s injuries are related to the accident of 02/02/2004. The patient’s injury which was caused by high-caliber gunshot wound shrapnel is causing the patient’s discomfort and the patient’s pain on regular basis. This causes her to have difficulty sleeping, causes her to have issues with PTSD as well as other anxiety related issues. The patient is continuing to use CBD along with other medication to help her to control the pain at this time. It is the opinion of this examiner that the patient remains totally and completely disabled because of the accident of 02/02/2004.
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
