SMITH, NATHANIEL
Mr. Smith is an 80-year-old gentleman on hospice currently with renal failure. The patient has lots of anxiety, restlessness that requires lorazepam. Obviously, renal failure causes nausea, vomiting, and itching; for that reason, he is taking Benadryl and promethazine.

He has edema and shortness of breath because of volume overload and extra fluid on board. Overall, prognosis remains poor. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. He lives at home with a family member. His overall prognosis remains quite poor. Because of his renal failure, he has ascites, volume overload, nausea and vomiting. He requires pain medication around the clock and medication to keep him comfortable. Overall, prognosis once again is poor. He has days to live and expected to do poorly, hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
