FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of heart disease.

ALLERGIES: COMPAZINE.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Shortness of breath, weakness, and recurrent angina with rest or activity consistent with unstable angina, worse with lying down, better when he leans forward, history of pericarditis; pericarditis also has left him short of breath and weak, decreased appetite, weight loss, and muscle wasting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 100/80, pulse 88, and respirations 20.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Slight JVD.

LUNGS: Rhonchi and rales.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 with an S3 gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show 1+ edema.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. A 51-year-old gentleman with heart disease status post stent placement, history of cardiomyopathy, recent history of pericarditis associated with chest pain, shortness of breath, and weakness.

2. Tobacco abuse.
