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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 66-year-old white male, patient of Dr. Yellu, referred to this office for evaluation of the kidney function. The patient has a history of hereditary hemochromatosis that has compromised the liver. The patient had a side effect of the administration of Jadenu and the kidney dysfunction was the manifestation. The patient has recovered the kidney function. In the laboratory workup that was done on 12/11/2023, the serum creatinine is 0.87, the BUN is 21, the estimated GFR is 95.2 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is completely normal. The activity of the urinary sediment is not present.

2. The patient has liver cirrhosis, however, the liver function tests are within normal range. This patient has an albumin of 4.1.

3. Phlebotomies have not been done for a couple of months and the patient remains with a hemoglobin of 11.4. The serum iron is maintaining as well.

4. The patient has coronary artery disease that is followed by Dr. Bhandare.

5. COPD related to smoking. The patient quit 15 years ago. The patient remains with stable kidney function. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months.

The time spent in the service reviewing the laboratory workup and the chart 10 minutes, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
