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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 82-year-old white female followed in the office because of the presence of syndrome of inappropriate ADH associated to COVID-19. The patient has been fluid restricted 40 ounces in 24 hours and she has been given salt tablets and a regular sodium diet. Around the time that the samples were taken that was on 12/08/2023, the patient was throwing up, she had gastritis and she could not keep the medications in the stomach. So, for that reason, we have a sodium of 134. The patient is completely asymptomatic.

2. Her kidney function is very well preserved. In the comprehensive metabolic profile, the serum creatinine is 0.74 and the estimated GFR is 81. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 246 mg/g of creatinine way less than it was before. The urinalysis is completely unremarkable.

3. The patient has a diagnosis of autoimmune disease SLE that is followed by Dr. Torres.

4. The patient is osteoporotic, treated with the administration of Reclast.
5. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is treated with PPIs. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
