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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white female that continues to recover from the acute kidney injury post septic shock. The patient was with a perforated viscus in the hospital and was with respiratory failure on a ventilator for a lengthy period of time and she was on renal replacement therapy and she was recovering progressively and has been off dialysis. Currently, the serum creatinine continues to improve 1.7, the BUN is 40, the estimated GFR is 29 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. Anemia is corrected. The hemoglobin is 11.8 g%. The saturation of iron is 23%.

3. Hypothyroidism. The TSH is 0.926, the free T3 is 1.75 and the T4 is 1.29.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today 111/56.

5. The BMI is 26.1. She has lost 13 more pounds and we are going to be more liberal in the diet in order to keep her with the present BMI.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 20 minutes in the face-to-face and in the documentation 8 minutes.
