CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of high fasting blood glucose.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had dental workup and was given Medrol Dosepak 4 mg to be taken for seven days and since then his blood sugar is ranging from 180 to 210 mg/dL and today is his last dose of steroid.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
