History: Ms. Hillman was seen today. Ms. Hillman came in with several agendas that she wanted discuss first of all about three to four weeks ago she was trying to resurface her parking lot where she lives on the ranch and the utility guy was coming to show where the wires were and she slid over the rough area and on to a ditch with legs up and she could not lift herself back off the ditch. So, she called the utility guy and after she made several attempts to get up and she could not get up and the utility guy made her get out of the ditch. The patient states she has been sore since, but she is not hurting at any particular place. She is using a cane for ambulation. Then she told me that she has got this flap over the middle of her neck and she states she saw Dr. Malcolm Rude who wants to operate on her and she states this is going to cost her about $5000 to get the surgery done, but she is ready. The other thing is the patient has not needed a handicap sticker up till now, but she is ready to get a handicap sticker. An EKG was done in view of the constant vertigo that she has and so the patient is going to bring her forms and we will do her permanent disability forms when she brings it. Also, we did EKG and copy of EKG given to the patient and we will find her permanent disability forms and the third thing is her last labs were in July 2023 and then the patient has always been little bit anemic and with her fall and vertigo it is good to know if she is more anemic or not. So a CBC and CMP and lab slip given to the patient to be done at St. Joseph and she will bring the permanent sticker forms plus her labs evaluated by Susan, the Nurse practitioner at my office next week. So, I will see her in the office at any time later, but next week after her labs just to be sure things are good she is going to be seen by the advanced nurse practitioner. The patient states she has plenty of tramadol and all the other medicines she needs.
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
