History: Ms. Ann Melancon was accompanied by her husband. Ms. Ann Melancon had a syncopal spell while she was trying to wish her husband good-bye while he was driving out of the driveway and the patient fell backwards. This was without any symptoms and she had the sudden onset of this blackout spell. Earlier that morning, she had some diarrhea. Ms. Melancon had this syncopal spell. She had some diarrhea earlier that morning. The EMTs were called. They started IV fluid. The patient was then taken to St. Joseph emergency room where she underwent extensive testing. I reviewed the results and they found aortic sclerosis. Dr. Colato her cardiologist found her to have aortic stenosis. So if it is aortic stenosis and had syncopal spell then that is something clinically significant. So the patient has made appointment with Dr. Colato. He is going to also put a heart monitor on her for two weeks nd monitor for any cardiac arrhythmias. Also I noticed that the carotid ultrasound was abnormal with 60-70% blockage of her right carotid. I gave information and discussed it with the patient. The patient is going to follow with Dr. Colato and see me in the office in a month. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
