




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Tracy Kuban:
I had the pleasure of seeing Jerry Fernandez today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is 53-year-old right-handed Caucasian man whose past medical history is significant for cerebral palsy and seizure disorder. Recently, he is having seizure one per month. Last seizure was last month. He cannot communicate. He can feed himself. He can walk with the help of a walker and some assistance, but he came to the office in a wheelchair. He is taking Depakote 750 mg two times daily. The last Depakote level was 91.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Barrett esophagus, blepharitis, cerebral palsy, chronic conjunctivitis, constipation, diaphragmatic hernia, GERD, hyperlipidemia, insomnia, myopia, osteoporosis, profound intellectual disability, scoliosis, and unspecified convulsion.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Gastroscopy.

ALLERGIES: Lactose-reduced food; otherwise, no drug allergy.

MEDICATIONS: Carbamide peroxide ear drops, diphenhydramine, guaifenesin, hydrocortisone cream, ibuprofen, levothyroxine, melatonin, metoclopramide, pramoxine, calamine lotion, vitamin A and D, calcium, loperamide, magnesium, tobramycin, tolnaftate, and Depakote 250 mg Extended Release tablet three tablets daily.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke cigarettes. He does not drink alcohol. He lives in the Group Home of Liberty.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Unable to obtain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he has a history of seizure and cerebral palsy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 100/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert and awake. He cannot speak per me. Pupils are equally reacting to light. There is no apparent facial asymmetry. Motor System Examination: Spasticity present. The patient cannot communicate, difficult to examine, and moving all four extremities. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 53-year-old right-handed Caucasian man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Epilepsy.

2. Cerebral palsy.

3. Intellectual disability.

4. Spasticity.

At this time, I would like to continue the Depakote ER 750 mg p.o. daily and I will add the Keppra 250 mg p.o. two times daily. I would like to see him back in my office in six months. Please call and make early appointment if any seizure.
