The patient presents with complaint of pain to the right shoulder since yesterday. Denies injuries. She states that she felt a popping like sensation when she was getting up out of bed. Denies any physical injury or assault. It happened at home.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs:  Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: 1+ tenderness to right mid clavicular bone and right supraclavicular area with full range of motion. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
X-rays obtained of the right clavicle shoulder without abnormality.
IMPRESSION: Current sprain to right shoulder.

PLAN: Advised to take NSAIDs, moist heat and reduce use of right arm. Follow up with pediatrician if not clearing.
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
