She suffers from disability because of being involved in a helicopter accident and has pain in the lower extremities, upper back and neck pain which she treated with THC like drug.
The patient recently was on Amoxil which has not really helped her. She does not have any fever, chills, nausea, or vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 64. Blood pressure 136/78.

HEENT: Right ear is red. Canal red. TM: There are eardrops present. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Positive lymphadenopathy noted on the right side. No meningismus.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.

2. Otitis externa.

3. Toradol 60 mg now.
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4. Cefdinir 200 mg at home.

5. Prednisone taper x60. 

6. Toradol 10 mg at home only for five days.

7. Toradol 60 mg now with Rocephin and dexamethasone.

8. Call me tomorrow.

9. If not improve, we will need CT scan of the head and further evaluation because she is in so much pain at this time.
