CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for two weeks, also with diarrhea four times and headache for the past two days, using handheld nebulizer and nebulizer at home.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Pneumonia and COPD.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoked one pack of cigarettes up until two years ago, now none.

FAMILY HISTORY: She has been exposed to type A flu. Son in rehab. Daughter LVN.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: The patient had viral screens with positive type B flu, also with associated bronchitis and sinusitis with history of COPD and neuropathy.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injections with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Continue with current nebulizer. Follow with regular doctor and with pain doctor and here if needed.
