DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 76-year-old, a patient of Dr. Ahmed that has a history of non-small cell carcinoma of the lung that is relapsing and present in both lungs. The patient underwent chemotherapy and developed acute kidney injury; the serum creatinine went up to 2.2. They decided to change the chemotherapy and the patient came here and we have been following the kidney function on regular basis. The patient has recovered the kidney function and has a creatinine now that is 1.56 that was detected on 12/11/2023. The potassium is 2.6, the sodium is 140, the chloride is 96 and the CO2 is 28. The phosphorus is 3.2. The patient has a proteinuria that is 326 mg/g of creatinine that is pretty close to normal.

2. The patient has anemia that is most likely associated to the underlying disease and the administration of chemotherapy.

3. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The fasting blood sugars are 115, 130, 170. We are going to request the hemoglobin A1c for the next appointment.

4. Coronary artery disease status post PCI and status post permanent pacemaker.

5. Relapse in pneumonia.

6. Hypokalemia most likely associated to the administration of loop diuretics. The patient was increased to 40 mEq of potassium every day and we gave a chart depicting the high potassium content foods.

7. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is related to heavy smoking in the past.

8. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without evidence of esophagitis. He is asymptomatic.

9. Hypertension that is under control.

10. Peripheral neuropathy that is controlled with the administration of Lyrica.
11. Hyperlipidemia under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in a couple of months with laboratory workup. The patient was advised to get in communication with us and we will see him upon request of the oncologist. Otherwise, the appointment will be in a couple of months.
We spent 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
