DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 82-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD IIIB associated to the continuous use of nonsteroidal antiinflammatories. The patient has a serum creatinine that was done on 12/07/2023. The serum creatinine remains 1.8 and the estimated GFR is 35 mL/min. The patient has a little bit more than 200 mg/g of creatinine in the urine with a stable kidney function.

2. The patient could not be transferred to H2 inhibitors for the treatment of the gastroesophageal reflux disease and the patient continues to take omeprazole on daily basis.

3. Hypomagnesemia. The patient takes a little less than 800 mg of magnesium per day. The insurance does not cover magnesium p.o. and he is trying to do over-the-counter coverage.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. BPH that is being followed by the urologist. He has an appointment tomorrow.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation with adequate levels.

8. The patient is going to be seen in six months with laboratory workup.
