Chief Complaint: This is a 77-year-old pleasant woman who is here for one-month followup on her parotid gland swelling and requesting refill on some medications.

History of Presenting Illness: The patient was seen last month on 11/16/23 by Dr. Dave when she came in with swelling of one of her parotid glands. She was started on Keflex and referred to ENT. The patient states that the swelling went down very well after she started the Keflex, but she continued and finished her course of antibiotics. She denies any problem regarding that. She is requesting refills on atorvastatin and Tribenzor.

Social History: She is not a smoker, not a drinker. Denies drug use.

Physical Examination:

General: She is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

The patient is 5’8” tall.

Weight 161 pounds.

Blood pressure 140/80.

Pulse 70 per minute.

Pulse ox 97%.

Temperature 96.7.

BMI 24.
Head: Normocephalic.

ENT: No evidence of any swelling in her parotid area.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly. JVP not distended.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 heard with regular sinus rhythm.

Extremities: No edema. She does have a very stiff posture because of the ankylosing spondylitis.
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Review of the chart shows the patient’s last labs were in March 2023. She is on atorvastatin and levothyroxine.

Assessment:

1. Hypertension.
2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. History of Graves disease.

5. History of ankylosing spondylitis.

Plan: We will get fasting lipids, CMP and free T4 and TSH. We will call the patient back with lab results as soon as available. I did give her a prescription for Tribenzor 40/5/25 mg dispensed #90, one a day, one refill. I did review the chart and did find a prescription refill done on 12/11/23, by Dr. Dave for atorvastatin #90 with two refills. I explained this to the patient and told her to check with the pharmacy. She will return to the office in two months or sooner for problems.
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
