This is a 94-year-old lady currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer dementia. She is 94 years old. She has minimal mental capacity at this time. The patient is not oriented to person, place, or time. She has lost weight. She has very little appetite. Her weight is down five pounds since last evaluation.
The patient needs to require assisted device, but now she has become much more bedbound. The patient is total ADL dependent had a KPS score of 40%. The diet has been changed from soft diet to encouraged the patient to eat and to keep her from losing weight nevertheless she has very little appetite. Findings are all consistent with endstage dementia which causes the patient to suffer from sepsis and/or pneumonia at the end which the family is aware of her great prognosis. She most likely has less than six months to live hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
