Pedro is a 66-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of pancreatic cancer. The patient since last evaluation has lost the ability to ambulate because of generalized weakness, increased pain, increased confusion, memory loss, and hallucinations. He sleeps about 16-18 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40% now used to be 50. He eats very little. He requires pain medication, anxiolytics to control his symptoms. He continues to lose weight. The weight is related to his appetite. Decrease in his appetite related to his pancreatic cancer. This is unavoidable. The patient is expected to do poorly. He remains hospice appropriate with history of endstage pancreatic cancer stage IV with distant metastasis and continues to be hospice appropriate. The patient has less than six months to live.
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
