Ms. Wong is a 100-year-old Asian American woman with history of Parkinsonism. The patient has decreased mentation, increased confusion, and increased tremor. She has a KPS score of 40%. The patient requires help from her primary caregiver who is her family member. She is not total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. In the past two weeks, she has been eating very little. She has had issues with cough consistent with aspiration.
The patient is weak. She now weighs less than 90 pounds where she now weighed 95 pounds just few months ago.
The family is aware of her great prognosis. The patient is expected to die related to either aspiration or sepsis as well as the patient with Parkinsonism passed away with.

The patient is sleeping 16-18 hours a day eating very little despite pureed and soft diet. The patient has also tried baby food. Family has also tried baby foods. Overall prognosis is poor. She remains hospice appropriate. She most likely has less than six months to live.
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
