Consuelo is a 93-year-old lady currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body. The patient with Lewy body had decreased mentation as she poorly demonstrates with her current urinary tract infection. The patient is at high risk of falls. The condition has worsened since last evaluation. She was sleeping about 16 to 18 hours a day now. She requires assistance with eating. She eats very little despite her daughter who is doing her best to take care of her “Sylvia.” Sylvia is primary caregiver tells me that mother is having hallucination, sundowner dementia, eating very little, choking spells, no wonders she has lost five pounds over the last 20 pounds that she has lost a few months ago. She remains protein-calorie malnutrition and remains in hospital bed 16 to 18 hours a day and sleeping most of the time expected to do poorly and is very much hospice appropriate with less than six months to live. Ms. Consuelo has a KPS score of 40% currently.
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
