Ms. Lilly is an 85-year-old woman who is seen today for face-to-face evaluation. She is currently on hospice with CHF, left below the knee amputation, diabetes, peripheral vascular disease severe, dementia, confusion, psychotic disturbance, mood disturbance, anxiety, and weight loss.

When I arrived at her residence, it was after dark. She lives with her son other than Lilly who is her primary caregiver. The patient was screaming at Alvin for something that she was very confused about. Alvin was glad that I was there at that time because he got me into see how much worse she is in the evening. She is short of breath. Alvin tells him that her husband died in 1960 and they live together. She has had history of stroke with dysarthric speech, left-sided weakness, left below the knee amputation, diabetes and hypertension.

She has lost weight at least 5 pounds in the past two months. She is weak. She has decreased mentation which is a huge problem and issue in the past two weeks at least. She refuses to use her oxygen. She takes her oxygen off and uses the diapers. She is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is on hospice because of endstage heart failure and showing multiple signs of dementia, change in mental status and renal insufficiency with mild fluid overload.

Overall, prognosis is poor. The patient is continuing to decline in all areas of her health.
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
