Ms. Hawkins is a 71-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD, O2 dependency, hypertension, chronic pain, bipolar disorder, and chronic pain. The patient has had multiple compression fractures causing her chronic pain in the past.

She requires pain medication on regular basis. She complains of the pain medication is not helping. Most recently, her medication was increased as well as her anxiety medication.

The patient’s family states that sometimes she gets groggy with her medication and she is definitely weaker and having decreased appetite and appears to be in more severe pain. The patient’s overall prognosis is poor. The patient needs oxygen when she chooses to and shows evidence of weight loss with protein-calorie malnutrition and requires more help with ADL and especially she is walking less now with severe pain most likely related to compression fracture. Overall progress remains poor and the patient continues to decline.
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
