The patient here with aunt with custody of children through CPS with history of cough and congestion for the past several days with increased coughing for the past day or two.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Negative other than issues with CPS, refer to above.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in moderate distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Diffuse rhonchi with recurrent coughing without respiratory distress. Lungs with rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep, COVID and RSV testing which all were negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, bronchiolitis,

PLAN: Given a breathing treatment with Xopenex with relief of excessive coughing. Advised to continue with nebulizer with prescription for albuterol. Also, given azithromycin and continue Histex. Followup with pediatrician at Southeast Clinic next few days with home nebulizer and as needed. Respiratory precautions given.
