Ms. Massaline is a 63-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding abnormal thyroid function studies that was noted by her primary care provider. She also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. Her TSH is noted to be 0.392 and free T4 normal at 1.33. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue, and some occasional palpitations. She denies any significant changes in her weight.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of thyroid function studies she was noted to have a slightly suppressed TSH at 0.392. At this point my recommendation is to repeat her thyroid function studies and also check antibodies including PSI level and thyroglobulin antibody level as well as a TSH receptor antibody level.

2. I will also get a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and to assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. For her hypertension continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia she is on atorvastatin 10 mg daily.
