Dear Dr. Ausiello:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Geer with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  Chronic back pain, follow pain clinic at Greenville.  Imaging CAT scans has been done, has a prior implant.  Takes no antiinflammatory agents or narcotics.  Weight and appetite is stable.  Weight at home 165 to 170.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  There is diarrhea but no bleeding.  Good urine output without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Trying to do low salt.  Denies chest pain or palpitations.  Denies increase of dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  No syncope.  Review of system is negative.
Medications:  Diabetes cholesterol management, I will highlight the Jardiance, Coreg, hydralazine and Avapro.
Physical Examination:  Present weight in the office 172, blood pressure by nurse 153/74.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs are clear.  Has a systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema or focal deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.5 which is baseline, anemia 11.5.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Presently normal potassium, previously high.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Phosphorus of 4.8.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III.  No evidence of progression, stable overtime.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis. Prior ultrasound, no obstruction or asymmetry.  No reported urinary retention.
2. Ischemic cardiomyopathy, low ejection fraction 35%.

3. Aortic valve disease being followed by cardiology, no plans for immediate procedures.

4. Hyperkalemia improved, not on diuretics, remains ARB Avapro, remains on Jardiance.

5. Previously testing negative for renal artery stenosis.

6. Chronic back pain, avoiding antiinflammatory agents.
7. Anemia, no external bleeding.  No indication for EPO, hemoglobin is above 10.

8. Elevated phosphorus.  He is not on dialysis, 4.8 or below is acceptable.  Continue to watch.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
