Thank you for this referral.

This 54-year-old female who does not smoke or drink. She comes here for evaluation. She does not have any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She complains of vaginal redness and dryness other than that she does not have any symptoms.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been found to have low WBC count and platelet count on last two occasions. WBC count was 3.4 and platelet count was 105 on one occasion that is the reason for the referral.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient says she has been very healthy. She has three children. She has these vaginal symptoms with redness and dryness she had a biopsy in 2020 it was negative.

She was also seen by Dr. Sushma Jasti for the same problem but she does not remember them doing any thing according to the patient.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on estradiol cream and tacrolimus cream.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a 54-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 122 pounds, and blood pressure 111/70.
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HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Thrombocytopenia and neutropenia cause unclear could be fatty liver could be any viral infection.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, and ANA. We will also do hepatitis panel and HIV screen once available we can make further recommendations. At this point, I do not see any need for bone marrow aspiration biopsy.
