CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. She has got right low back pain.

2. Leg pain.

3. Leg weakness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 34-year-old young lady, married, has two children. She does not have period on regular basis; she has an implant in place in her right arm. She developed this pain after she reached over her car seat to get something from the back seat, now she is having pain going down her right leg. Some numbness. No tingling. Definitely, no loss of bowel or bladder.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Married. She has two children.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with low blood pressure and diabetes. Father with stroke, high blood pressure and coronary artery disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 206 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.8. Respirations 18. Pulse 90. Blood pressure 159/98 because of increased pain, the patient received Toradol 60 mg with much improvement in her symptoms.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
EXTREMITIES: There is positive leg raising test on the right side. There is no edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
Urinalysis shows trace blood.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right leg pain.

2. Low back pain.

3. Suspect radiculopathy.

4. Ultrasound of the legs within normal limits.

5. No vascular lesions noted.
6. Toradol 60 mg has helped.

7. We will treat the patient with Motrin 800 mg, Flexeril 10 mg; start with half a tablet and a Medrol Dosepak. Also, give her Decadron 8 mg along with Toradol 60 mg.
8. Thyroid looks good.

9. History of vertigo. Carotid ultrasound is within normal limits.
10. Echocardiogram is within normal limits.
11. Reevaluate in one week. If anything changes, the patient will call me at that time.
