CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after ultrasound of the gallbladder.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had right-sided abdominal pain consistent with cholecystitis and she underwent ultrasound of the gallbladder and there has no gallstone; however, the patient has gallbladder wall thickening. The patient stated that she has no significant pain in the right upper quadrant of the abdomen and bowel sounds are active. She is very careful about her salt intake.
