Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Powell comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he cannot read small print nor distinguish between small objects. He was seen in my office in September 2021. At that time, it was recognized that he had uveitis and glaucoma and cataracts. He was referred out and not seen since then in this office. Since that time, he underwent cataract surgery in both eyes. Currently, he takes prednisolone drops in both eyes.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/70 on the right and 20/100 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –0.50 x 090 on the right and plano on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/100 on the right and 20/200 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 8 on the right and 11 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows anterior keratic precipitates to the cornea on the right side with a fibrotic membrane associated. There are posterior chamber lens implants in good position on both sides. There is posterior capsular opacification with significant anterior opacification on the right side. The fundus examination is very poor on the right side in association with these membranes. On the left side, the fundus examination is good. The cup-to-disk ratio is 0.6. The vessels are mildly attenuated. The eyelids are unremarkable. 
Visual field test utilizing a kinetic Goldman-type perimeter without correction and with good reliability shows less than 5 degrees of horizontal field with each eye.

Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.

2. Secondary cataracts.

3. Uveitis.

4. Diabetic retinopathy.

Mr. Powell has clinical findings that are consistent with multiple medical ophthalmic conditions. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment.
