CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with stomach pains with diarrhea for the past two weeks three times a day per mother, increased the past two days up to five times a day, describes trace of blood in stool today. Mother states he has had decreased appetite, given Zofran before when seen previously with the impression of viral gastroenteritis, but without benefit for nausea per mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. No pain. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ epigastric tenderness and 2+ right lower quadrant tenderness without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep, flu and COVID testing performed, all of which were normal.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Abdominal pain with possible enteric infection, other pathology with persistent diarrhea.
PLAN: Stool specimen was obtained for C&S and O&P. Because of not able to get into see primary doctor for over a week, call pediatrician and discuss the case with him, stated he would see the patient tomorrow morning for further evaluation and further workup if necessary.
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
