IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunizations – none. Childhood immunizations – up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 70 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 22. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 97/53.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Well-demarcated 1.5 to 2 cm rash nasolabial and under the nostril, left side.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Dermatitis.

2. There is possible some fungal involvement with the well demarcation of the skin.

3. Add triamcinolone; combination of triamcinolone and nystatin cream.

4. Mother is a pharmacy tech. Their insurance does not cover Mycolog. So, I wrote him out and they are going to get two different creams that they will mix together and add to the skin three times a day till clear.
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
