1. Cough.

6. History of fatty liver.

7. History of low back pain. The patient is dealing with it at this time.

8. Abnormal CT scan beginning of this year.

9. History of kidney stones.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 44-year-old gentleman, married, four children, works for the prison system in Dayton, Texas. He was at Texas Emergency Hospital back in January 2023, where they saw kidney stone and what looked like a granuloma within the liver.

He has had no weight loss. No nausea or vomiting, but has had recent cough, congestion and loss of voice. No hematemesis or hematochezia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left knee surgery.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Four kids. Married. No smoking. No drinking. Wants to give his body to science because he feels like he has been taking good care of it.

FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes and lung cancer.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 268 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98. Respirations 18. Pulse 101. Blood pressure 124/74.
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HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Ultrasound of the abdomen reveals no new masses. No evidence of kidney stone. The patient does have good carotid patency, minimal calcification.
2. Minimal PVD.

3. Fatty liver.

4. Must lose weight.

5. Sinusitis.

6. Bronchitis.

7. Rocephin 1 g now.

8. Decadron 8 mg now.

9. Recheck blood work.

10. At one time, he did have increased LFTs and had hepatitis workup done which was negative.

11. He has a history of low testosterone and was taking testosterone injection, but he quit taking them.

12. Check PSA in anticipation for possible replacement in the future.

13. Hepatitis profile has been negative in the past.

14. Z-PAK.

15. Medrol Dosepak.

16. Bromfed DM for cough.

17. Reevaluate the patient next week after blood work is done.
