CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after accidental fall, facial injury, and swelling below right eye and left eye.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that while he was home coming in the home from garage he lost his balance and fell face down to the floor. The patient sustained bruises on the right side of the forehead and below both the eyes and very minor abrasion on the nose bridge after that the patient was taken to emergency room at Good Samaritan Hospital and the patient stated that he did not passed out. However, he had CT scan of the brain, which did not show any active bleeding. The patient is on Eliquis 5 mg twice a day for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and now the patient feels better. He still has bruises both the eyes; however, the patient has puffiness of the lower part of the orbit he has this for past several years. It is progressively getting worse. There is no pain. The patient had eye examination last year and was unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on Eliquis 5 mg one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis and he is on calcium acetate 667 mg three capsules three times a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on carvedilol 12.5 mg one tablet twice a day, clonidine 0.1 mg once a day, lisinopril 40 mg once a day, and nifedipine 60 mg twice a day as per the cardiologist and nephrologist.
The patient has a history of insomnia and he is on melatonin 10 mg at every night.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and she is mostly bedridden and uses wheelchair and the patient helps her at hemodialysis center. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minimal bruises on both the eyes and also the patient has soft lumps below both the eyes without any redness or tenderness. The right-sided forehead bruise has completely healed.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. Romberg test is negative.
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
