CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of skin rashes.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed skin rashes on the right side of the abdomen and it is pruritic. The patient had similar episode last year and it improved after using steroid cream. The patient denied any exposure to serious infections or allergies.
