SUBJECTIVE: The patient was having cough on and off and she works in a nursing home and then the patient had nasal swab test for respiratory viral as well as flu infection A, B and COVID-19 test. Her PCR test was positive for COVID and the patient has mild cough without any sputum production.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. The patient also denied any rashes or loss of smell.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred.
ASSESSMENT: COVID infection.

PLAN: Start Paxlovid three tablets twice a day #30 pills for five days.

Tylenol 500 mg one tablet three times a day as needed for fever.

Quarantine for five days.

Return to clinic after seven days, use mask and follow CDC guidelines. The patient is advised to go to emergency room if condition worsens.
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
