CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a telehealth visit and the patient had COVID infection could not come to the clinic.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had cough for past few days and he had a COVID-19 PCR nasal swab test and was positive and the patient had no fever or chills. There is a cough, which is less now and there is no chest pain or shortness of breath.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, loss of taste, chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred.
ASSESSMENT: COVID-19 infection.

PLAN: Start Paxlovid three tablets twice a day #30. The patient’s renal function is unremarkable.

Quarantine for five days and return to clinic in 7 to 10 days.

Tylenol 500 mg one tablet three times a day as needed. The patient is advised to call me if condition worsens.
