HISTORY: This is a 20-year-old here for followup.
The patient was seen recently at a local ER where he had abscess I&D. He is here for followup for care. He reports no chills, no myalgia, and no increased temperature. He states pain on the site is much better compared to prior having procedure done.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/78.

Pulse 82.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.5.

LEFT SHOULDER: Surgery site is draining pus. There was localized erythema at the wound edge. Mildly tender to palpation. No bleeding. No fluctuance. No migrating erythema.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. 

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis. 
ASSESSMENT:
1. Abscess status post incisional drainage.
2. Wound care.
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PROCEDURE: Wound care. The patient was explained procedure. We talked about complications. Dressing was removed. The dressing was drenched partially with pus and there was some pus coming from the site.

With normal saline approximately 20 mL, the site was irrigated using syringe and IV catheter the plastic portion.
On completion of irrigation, the site was then bathed in triple antibiotics secured by 2 x 2 and taped.
He tolerated the procedure well. He was strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic if there are signs and symptoms of infection mainly discharge, redness, swelling, and increased pain. He states he understands and will comply. He was educated on home care. However, we would like to see him again in two more days next Tuesday 12/26/23 to assess progress.

The patient was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
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
