HPI: An 86-year-old female with advanced to endstage dementia who has had a decrease in her p.o. intake, no longer eating solid food, just drinking small amounts of Boost or Ensure different times throughout the day and she requires feed assist. She is also now spending much of her time in bed or in a manual wheelchair in which she was placed in the dayroom given decrease in her neck and trunk stability looking to obtain a Broda chair. Hospice is Traditions Hospice who have seen the patient earlier today.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pain management. The patient is currently able to swallow Norco. So, 5/325 mg one tablet p.o. t.i.d. routine with Roxanol 20 mg/mL 0.5 mL q.6h. p.r.n. Staff is aware of the patient’s decline and will monitor her for breakthrough pain and administer the Roxanol.

2. Anxiety and agitation. The patient has done well on Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL. So, this is reordered at 0.25 mL (0.5 mg) q.4h. p.r.n. and staff again will monitor her and administer if she appears anxious or agitated.
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
